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@® Pamela CM Mar,
World Economic Forum Asian
program chief, looks like the
girl next door. But, she has
applied herself to research on
Chinese economy for more
than 20 years.

@® In little more than a
decade, Asia has been
transformed from a backward
region characterized by buffaloes
and peasants in peaked straw
hats plowing rice fields to the
model for 21st  —century
industrial leadership. Pamela
Mar said China’s growing up
helped  transform  the  Asian
economic structure.

@ In an interview, Mar
said Japan has made progress
toward shedding its malaise, and
that China will remain the
region’s star performer for the
next five years.

@® Mar said  Chinese
enterprises should pay more

attention to international
business ethics, learning from
the fall of Enron. Now

despite  obvious conflicts  of
interest, collusion  between
bankers and securities analysts,
and political interference in Asia
is just as large and serious as in
the US. But, the effects are
only being felt in Asia,
according to Mar.
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
