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® Long said that taking
part in regional economic
integration not only boosts
China’s economic and
commercial cooperation  with
its neighbors, but also improves
a constructive regional
cooperation relationship.

China’s participation facil-
itates the development of a
new round of regional eco-
nomic policies. China can
learn a lot from western coun-
tries about economic integra-
tion during the economic con-
solidation ~ process in  the
Yangtze Delta, Pearl River
Delta and the region around
Bohai Sea.

@®  Prof.-Morris from
Cambridge University, Nobel
Prize Winner in Economics in
1996, suggests that it is better
for a country not to impose
trade  barriers against  other
countries. Trade barriers might
have favorable effects on local
economy but not on the
global economy.

@® Professor Ding Sibao
from the China Development
Institute (CDI) said frankly
that regional competition has
long since been the historical
and systemic barrier to China’s
economic reform and
development.
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
