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@ Yang Hexiang suggests
that a healthy auto industry
depends on private car own-
ers. He analyzed the problems
brought by over —crowded
streets,city transportation,securi-
ty and environmental con-
cerns.

@® He does not support
a limitation by the govern-
ment to control personal au-
tomobile purchase. He be-
lieves that the ever —growing
demand for cars are the chief
momentum for the develop-
ment of China’s automobile
industry.

® Yang Hexiang dis-
missed claims that private cars
are the main cause of traffic
jams.  He stressed that in a
crowded metropolis, improve-
ment of the public transporta-
tion system should be high-
lighted. Citing the expansion
of China’s auto industry is an
irreversible trend, Yang insists
that encouraging public trans-
portation, not limiting private
auto consumption, is the bet-
ter way to solve problems of
congestion.
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
